The DOCUMENTARY will focus on the stories and 

experiences of young people ɬ both offenders and 

potential offenders, victims and potential victims ɬ as 

well as friends, parents and siblings of those affected.

The Age of Descent drama is the cornerstone of the project and will strive to expose the 

deeper levels of the issue of knife crime and youth on youth violence, with both 

subtlety and intensity and depict the problem in its shocking, and brutally unforgiving 

reality.  
 

As well as knife crime, the drama also follows story strands on our other main issues: 

bullying, including  cyber-bullying, internet danger, the struggle of emerging sexual 

identity for young gay people and the pressure to succeed.  
 

Although the Age of Descent will not bring about a cure for these issues, we hope that 

we will offer a drama that serves as a wakeup call for those who seem to consider the 

level and prolificacy of the violence and psychological torment a small percentage of 

young people are currently subjecting both each other and society to, as an acceptable 

norm.  
 

By thrusting the true life expe riences and feelings of children and young people into 

the heart of our drama we hope to make the most powerful impact we can and with 

that provoke thought and debate.   It is our aim that the drama also provides a sense of 

comfort and alleviation from the f eeling some young people have of being alone in
